It’s been a while since 

I’ve taught/facilitated a small group like 

this so it’s been good to get my hand in 

again and find that things have come 

back quickly and naturally, thank the 

Lord.

The kids have made loads 

of sea creatures (fish, crabs, oysters, star-

fish, octopuses, sea anenomies plus some 

other weird and wonderful creations) 

which will be used to transform the 

meeting room into an underwater scene 

this weekend. My great ideas for teach-

ing loads of dances and dramas haven’t 

quite gone to plan though as it’s been 

tricky trying to communicate. All I can 

say is that it’s been a learning experience 

in all things cross-cultural and am appre-

ciating that at this stage, less is most 

definitely best. So, this Sunday the hope 

is simply to create a space for things to 

happen. For people to bring songs, 

dances, stories, poems etc  – a bit like a 

cedleigh – and for everyone just to enjoy 

sharing and receiving and being together.

The Rev Jonathan Jeffery, in his role as 

Pompey FC chaplain, has put together a 

simple prayer for fans and churchgoers to 

pray  

         On Sunday 14 Rayan Salem Elias 

was killed outside his home by armed 

assailants, and the next day a Christian 

greengrocer, Fatukhi Munir, was 

gunned down in his shop in a drive-by 

shooting. Then on Tuesday 16 two 

Christian students, Zia Toma (21) and 

Ramsin Shmael (22), were on their way 

to the local university when gunmen 

opened fire on them. Zia was killed and 

Ramsin wounded. They had already 

been displaced from their homes in 

Baghdad, the Iraqi capital, by the insta-

bility there.  On Wednesday 17 Wissam 

George (20), another student, went 

missing on his way to the institute 

where he was studying to be a teacher. 

His body was found in the street that 

afternoon, riddled with bullets. On Fri-

day 19 Sabah Yacob Dahan was found 

murdered, having been abducted from 

his shop five days earlier. And on 

Wednesday 24 Aiechoa Metoka and his 

two sons, Mukhlos and Basem, were 

killed in their home by three gunmen. 

They were the father and brothers of a 

prominent Christian leader, who was 

himself kidnapped (and later released) 

two years ago.  

         These attacks are only the latest in 

a long series of incidents that have 

spread terror among the Christian popu-

lation of Mosul. Over 300 families have 

recently fled from the city into the rela-

tive safety of the Christian townships in 

the Nineveh Plain. Some Christians 

struggle to escape because they are poor 

and do not have cars, and many taxi 

drivers are too afraid to provide trans-

port for them. A senior figure in the 

Church in Baghdad pleaded for an end 

to the murder of Christians. ―Help us to 

continue to bear witness to the Gospel 

as we have done for centuries,‖ he said. 

―The Iraqi Christian community must 

not die. We Christians are innocent vic-

tims. We never hurt anybody; we just 

want to live in peace in our country.‖ Dr 

Patrick Sookhdeo, International Direc-

tor of Barnabas Fund, added,  

         ―There are few places of safety 

left in Iraq for our brothers and sisters. 

Almost all have left Basra and most 

have left Baghdad. Even in Mosul, 

where once Christians might have felt 

secure, they now live in fear of their 

lives and are fleeing in large numbers. 

Please will you remember them in your 

prayers, and please will you give as you 

are able to help us meet their needs?‖
