The plans submitted for the Pan Urban 

Extension has been passed by the Isle of 

Wight Council Planning Committee.  

The plans include 846 “residential units”  

with a network of roads, footpaths and 

cycleways.  There will be landscaping, 

public open spaces, a “country park”, 

biomass centre, visitors centre, recycling 

points and “rangers station”.  Downside 

Middle School will receive £1,000,000 

for the development of community fa-

cilities.  Our spiritual responsibility is 

therefore about to extend to embrace 

more homes.  Better start praying that 

the Lord will open up spiritual “roads”, 

“paths” and spiritual “landscapes” and 

opportunities for worship in the new 

“public open spaces” and church picnics 

etc in the “country park”.     

Chief exorcist 
says Devil is in 
the Vatican. The 

Devil is lurking in the very 
heart of the Roman Catholic 
Church, the Vatican's chief 
exorcist claimed on Wednes-
day.  In an extraordinary statement 

Father Gabriele Amorth has said that the 

evil influence of Satan was evident in 

the highest ranks of the Catholic hierar-

chy, with "cardinals who do not believe 

in Jesus and bishops who are linked to 

the demon." In a rare insight into the 

world of exorcism, the Italian priest told 

La Repubblica newspaper that the 1973 

film The Exorcist gave a "substantially 

exact" impression of what it was like to 

be possessed by the Devil. People pos-

sessed by evil sometimes had to be 

physically restrained by half a dozen 

people while they were exorcised. 

They would scream, utter blasphe-

mies and spit out sharp objects, he 

said.  Father Amorth claims to have 

performed 70,000 exorcisms. "When 

the possessed dribble and slobber, 

and need cleaning up, I do that too. 

Seeing people vomit doesn't bother 

me. The exorcist has one principal 

duty - to free human beings from the 

fear of the Devil." From the Telegraph 

 

Pan Urban Extension is our parish!
