The floor started to buckle up!  
 

As the floor had been laid with no expansion joints 
and with a damp proof covering, the moisture 
under the floor was trapped causing the chipboard 
and bearers to distort.  Great for skateboarding but 
not for worship!  
 

We were not pressed to pay the cost (£9,000+) and 
agreed with the builder that they would rectify but 
we would delay the work until we had settled on 
the works required to install a new heating system.
