PCC for our new floor and heating
system. Following that successful
meeting, the PCC on Wednesday
evening made the following pro-
posals that were unanimously
agreed:

1. The Floor: replacement of the
complete floor in white American
Oak wood (subject to: floor level
as existing, removal of existing
floor and substructure as neces-
sary, repair or replacement of
joists and wall plates as required,
timber treatment, damp proofing,
ventilation and insulation meas-

4. Walls: removal of wood side
panelling at all levels and making
good with plaster including making
good other poor areas of plaster-
work with any internal/external
measures required to alleviate in-
gress of damp, further investiga-
tion of the south wall cracks with
recommendations to follow

5. Re-ordering: removal of the ex-
isting free standing pews, removal
of the font and replacement of a
portable font, the retention of the
pulpit

tect John Quinlan to draw up re-
placement floor plans and other
specifications as required and to
project manage the works as we
may require, approval by the PCC
of all contracts, quotations and
tenders, availability of appropriate
funding

This may seem like a massive set
of proposals agreed at just one
meeting of the PCC but, of course,
this has emerged after consider-
able prayer, thought and planning,
together with our architect, over a
long period of time. These pro-
posals with detailed plans and
specifications will be presented to
the Diocese of Portsmouth for
their agreement and the diocesan
solicitor can then grant a faculty
which is a legal authorization to
proceed with the work.

It may be important to reiterate
that the floor that we now have
was wrongly laid and as a conse-
guence is sealing in damp that in

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The floor must therefore be re-
placed. We only paid the contrac-
tors a nominal amount because of
the error.

The data from the building ques-
tionnaire issued at the congrega-
tional meeting and taken into ac-
count by the PCC is as follows:

1. Existing oak pews: 23.5% wish
to retain these pews if space al-
lows, 53% wish to remove them,
23.5% have no preference

2. The font: 17% wish the font to
remain in its present position, 16%
wish the font to remain but the
PCC to consider the possibility of
centralising it near its existing posi-
tion, 12% have no preference,
55% would like the PCC to con-
sider its removal and replace it
with a suitable movable one

3. The pulpit: 42% are in favour of
the pulpitéds

ence
